A. Purpose
insert at end of paragraph:  
“and, with respect to the NSP District, to further the objectives and purposes of the Cape Cod National Seashore and to preserve the natural character and beauty of the Seashore by protecting its unique natural, historical, ecological, scientific, cultural and other values from development which might impair these.”
B. Applicability
insert an additional trigger after B. 2:  
“3.  For the NSP District, any proposed addition, expansion, or replacement where the resulting exterior volume would be more than 50% larger than the exterior volume of the dwelling on that lot in 1961 [or 19??].”

[alternatively, “lot coverage” instead of “exterior volume”]

[alternatively, NPS 50% Guideline as trigger]
D. Review Standards and Criteria
insert after 10:  
“11.  For any proposed addition, expansion, or replacement in the NSP District, a resulting building or buildings whose total exterior volume would be more than 50% greater than the total exterior volume of building(s) on the lot in 1961 shall not be permitted.”

“12.  For any proposed addition, expansion, or replacement in the NSP District, the term “Neighborhood” shall mean the NSP District.”
“13.  The standards and criteria in this Section shall be interpreted and applied to give full force and meaning to Section A of this Bylaw.”
G. Required Submissions

insert after “f”:

“g.  For any lot accessible in whole or part by a non-paved road, an estimate of the road traffic required for the project (including number of vehicles, number of days and trips per day per vehicle, and number of axles of each vehicle) and a statement agreeing to reimburse the Town for the cost(s) of road maintenance and/or restoration resulting from the proposed development.”

M.  Special Permits – insert new second paragraph: 
“Any development or redevelopment in the NSP District shall require a Special Permit issued by the Planning Board as the Permit Granting Authority.
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
