Dear Member:
Efforts to further restrict zoning within the National 
Seashore Park District of Wellfleet have been ongoing for the 
past several years. I am sure you are well aware that the 
thrust for this change results from federal economic

conditions that do not provide funding in the Park Service 
budget for property seizure. The Executive Board has been 
against previous zoning change proposals on the basis that 
they were excessively restrictive or not fair to all property 
owners within the NSP district.

Two years ago, a proposal to restrict living area was 
soundly defeated at Town meeting. Last year, a proposal to 
implement the Park Service's 50 percent expansion limit 
guideline was withdrawn from the Town Meeting Warrant by the 
Planning Board due to voiced opposition. It seems that a 
large part of the town's voters are strong property rights 
advocates.

The Executive Board decided it best to get into the 
input process and formed a committee to draft a zoning 
proposal; One that would be acceptable to the membership and 
hopefully to Park Management and the Town. It was our plan to 
get membership input prior to submission to the Planning 
Board, but the Planning Board required our input by December 
lst.

Attached is a copy of our proposal. The two graphs 
below show the relationship between the current and proposed 
zoning in terms of percent lot coverage and square feet of 
lot coverage. Please note, lot coverage includes everything 
under a roof. Garages, sheds, covered porches, etc. . .

Please drop us a short note indicating your approval or 
disapproval. It is important that we get a membership 
feeling.
